The categories include: 3D (includes ceramic, sculpture and jewelry); Mixed Media (two or more medias, such as paint and ink); Black & White (includes pen, pencil and black/white photography) and Single Media (includes watercolor, acrylic, chalk, etc). Winners will be announced prior to the festival.  All students with artwork on display will receive a certificate and top winners will also receive a ribbon.
